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2009 Kentucky Main Street Awards Guidelines
The 2009 Kentucky Main Street Awards honor outstanding organizational and community achievements vital to the overall success of the Main Street program.  The awards ceremony is scheduled for October 21, 2009 in Frankfort in conjunction with the Kentucky Main Street Best Practices Conference and 30th Anniversary Celebration.  

All nominations must meet the following criteria:

1) Awards are intended to recognize individuals and organizations actively involved in the Kentucky Main Street program.  


2) Nomination packets must be received by the Kentucky Heritage Council by 4:00 p.m. on Friday, September 18, 2009.
3) A separate entry form must be completed for each entry.  You may submit multiple entries.


4) GO GREEN AND SUBMIT YOUR NOMINATION ELECTRONICALLY.  If you are unable to email, CD’s will be accepted.  PAPER NOMINATIONS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED!  


Supporting documentation required for each nomination: Along with the documentation required for each award listed below, all nominations must also include:  
a. Completed (type written) nomination form and accompanying narration sheets must emailed or saved onto CD, each with name of community, year, category, and award (Example: Frankfort08 Design Category).  
b. A description of: Who was involved in the project (including the number of volunteers involved), specific goals that were set and what was achieved in relation to this award, how the event/drive/project was organized, and why the Main Street program / committee / volunteer / or business is worthy of this award.  (Description to be type-written and should not exceed two (2) pages).
c. Up to 10 Digital photographs to accompany each nomination and labeled accordingly (with community name, year, category, and award) as the digital file name and submitted with nomination package. 
d. If the project is an adaptive reuse, rehabilitation project, you must submit before and after photos. 
e. With mailed applications, six copies of the CD must be sent to the Kentucky Heritage Council.

5) The awards panel reserves the right to eliminate award categories if the panel determines that worthy nominations have not been submitted.

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AWARD NOMINATION FORM – CATEGORY SELECTION
ONE FORM PER NOMINATION
PROMOTION

This award recognizes exemplary promotional projects that elevate the Main Street Program through media, public relations, tourism development and other similar efforts.  Examples are:  Website; Newsletter, brochure or publication; Branding or Image initiative; podcast, or similar marketing program.
Also consider nominating a promotion or project that successfully builds public involvement, attendance to downtown events, retail or commercial growth and quality of life.  Examples are:  Retail promotion campaign; Music or Summer Entertainment Series; Farmer’s Market; Downtown festival; Retail display in a downtown business (creativity, visual appeal, merchandising etc.) or any other promotional activity that can demonstrate a successful outcome for the downtown.
ECONOMIC RESTRUCTURING

Successful entries for this category would include economic restructuring projects and initiatives.  Examples are:  Recruitment tool / recruitment program; ER Success Story that can serve as a model for other communities to follow; Second Story Conversion; Incubator Programs; Business retention plan; development project or plan or any other economic development initiative that demonstrates your town’s commitment to improving the economic climate and retail mix in the downtown.
ORGANIZATION

The nominated program should be unique and focus on at least one component of the committee’s responsibilities including: successful membership campaigns, volunteer management activities, volunteer recruitment and retention strategies, training opportunities for local volunteers, and/or fundraising activities. Describe the program and results and submit photographs, news articles, brochures, newsletters, web-site pages, or other information to support the nomination.
DESIGN 
This category is for a successful program or project and its impact on the local Main Street community. The program or project should be unique and focus on at least one component of the design committee’s responsibilities including: design and historic preservation education, design assistance, public improvements, downtown planning, and/or design incentives.  Examples might include Architectural Review Board Process; Downtown public improvement/streetscape project; Tax Credit Project; Design incentive program; Other (tell your story of a successful design project and the impact it has had on your town).
