NARRATIVE DESCRIPTION:

The Upper Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District is a historic agricultural landscape that retains a significant concentration of buildings, structures, and sites that are united historically, aesthetically, and geographically. Centrally located between Lexington and Winchester in the Inner Bluegrass Region, it is a 10,742 acre historic district with Boone Creek (the county division) acting as the spine (Figure 1-3). The cultural resources and landscape patterns present within the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek R.H.D. were created and maintained by the continuous use of the land for agriculture and is an excellent example of how patterns associated with traditional diversified agriculture were adapted to the natural landscape. 
The historic district falls within the Boone Creek watershed, identified by the now defunct Land and Nature Trust of the Bluegrass in 1995 as an area significant for both its historic and natural resources. Two other districts within the Boone Creek watershed are listed on the National Register of Historic Places: the Boone Creek Rural Historic District (listed in 1994) and the Middle Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District (listed in 1996). The three districts are unique from one another by virtue of their distinctive physiographic features and associated cultural resources. The Upper Reaches of Boone Creek R.H.D. is the most northern of the three and shares a portion of its southern boundary with the Middle Reaches of Boone Creek R.H.D. 

The Upper Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District is roughly bounded on the north by Winchester Road/Lexington Road (Route 60), on the south by Sulphur Lane, Sulphur Well Road and Combs Ferry Road, on the east by Venable Road and Becknerville Road and on the west by North Cleveland Road. Several small communities and hamlets have place names such as Chilesburg, Pine Grove, Nihizertown, Becknerville, and Colby.

The Upper Reaches of Boone Creek R.H.D. consists of 426 individual resources on 157 properties. The district contains a total of 205 contributing buildings, 23 contributing structures, and 22 contributing sites, totaling 250 contributing resources. The district also contains 151 non-contributing buildings, 15 non-contributing structures, and 10 non-contributing sites, totaling 176 non-contributing resources. Of the 157 total properties, 94 have an overall contributing effect upon the district and occupy 9573 acres, while 63 properties have a major non-contributing feature, and occupy 1169 acres. 

According to the records held at the Kentucky Heritage Council, approximately 39 resources within the final boundaries of the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District were previously identified and documented (Table 1). Nine previously surveyed resources have been demolished. Of the thirty remaining resources, Twenty-six are dwellings, one is a church (CK-90), one is a grocery store and former post office (CK-93), one is a cemetery (FA-94), and one is a former tavern/dwelling (CK-106). Eight resources are listed in the National Register of Historic Places. Of the eight listed properties, five are part of the Clark County Multiple Resource Area. The African-American hamlet of Nihizertown was determined eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places in 2006 as part of a study completed by the University of Kentucky’s Center for Historic Architecture and Preservation for the Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government.

Setting


The Upper Reaches of Boone Creek R.H.D straddles the Fayette/Clark County line and is situated near the southeastern corner of the Inner Bluegrass region of Kentucky.  For this nomination, the Inner Bluegrass region of Kentucky is a 7-county area centered on Fayette County.  This area has retained much of its historic rural character and its agricultural economy is vital to the regional economy. The area was settled for its fertile soil, close proximity to Boone Creek and its tributaries, and is maintained by its central location between Lexington and Winchester. Historic agricultural pursuits like raising blooded livestock and burley tobacco have persisted to the present day and have created visible and distinct patterns on the landscape. The natural features inherent in the historic district typify the Inner Bluegrass region of Kentucky in which it lies: its distinctive green rolling hills, open vistas, cultivated fields, isolated tobacco barns, open and savannah woodland pastures, and tree-lined country roads.

The majority of historic landscape patterns, including the domestic and agricultural clusters, internal circulation networks, boundary demarcations, and land usages still retain the characteristics of diversified farms from the nineteenth and first half of the twentieth century. Farm layout varies depending on age, size, type, and owner preference, but most diversified farms with an historic dwelling (50 years or older) at its core are characterized by a domestic cluster surrounded by trees, agricultural clusters situated close to the respective fields/pastures, interior roads connecting clusters and fields, and fence lines that act as divisions between activity areas.  These landscape patterns are clearly visible on the Property Location Maps located at the end of Narrative Description.

 Common non-historic landscape patterns within the historic district are largely attributed to small, modern residential lots of 10-acres or less. These properties are typically devoid of vegetation, fences or fence lines, visible property lines, or agricultural outbuildings, and so, provide no visible connection to agricultural history.  These property types were built at a quick rate over the last 20 years and are concentrated in the south central portion of the historic district on Combs Ferry Road. Other non-historic landscape patterns are associated with horse farms that have been established within the past 20 years. In many cases, buildings, vegetation, and fence lines are eliminated and the properties are highly manicured and trimmed with brand new three and four-board fences that are characteristic of horse farms.


Historic and non-historic landscape patterns are shown on the attached Property Location Maps, and relationships between contributing and non-contributing properties are shown on a map at the end of the Narrative Description.
Natural Resources


The Upper Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District is more than just a collection of buildings, but a rural historic landscape that displays a clear relationship between the built and natural environments. The distinct characteristics of its water, geology, soil, topography, and vegetation have combined to create prime farmland suitable for agricultural pursuits.

The landscape of the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek area is characterized as Bluegrass Plain because of its gently undulating hills.  The maximum elevation difference between ridge tops and valleys in the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek is 50 feet.
 The highest point is 1030 feet and occurs near Winchester/Lexington Road, while the lowest point is 900 feet and occurs along Boone Creek near Sulphur Well Road. 
Geology

The geology of the Inner Bluegrass region consists of an outcropping of limestone rock formations that developed 400 million years ago during the Middle Ordovician Period.
 This is the condition in most of the Fayette County portion of the district, but in the Clark County portion, particularly east of Pine Grove to Becknerville, the geology is also surfaced by shales of the Cynthiana Formation (Upper Middle Ordovician).
 

The uplifted landmass of the Bluegrass is situated on the Jessamine Dome of the Cincinnati Arch; the primary ridge between northwest Alabama and Lake Erie.
 The varying types of limestone bedrock that create the undulating terrain of the Inner Bluegrass region are referred to as the Lexington Limestones. The dissolving properties of the Lexington Limestones create the deep and fertile soils in the Inner Bluegrass, particularly in the historic district. 
Kentucky limestone was used by early settlers as a building material. In areas where the rock was exposed and easily retrieved, it was quarried and used for houses (walls, foundations, and chimneys), rock fences, and roadways. The Upper Reaches of Boone Creek does not have the quantity and quality of accessible limestone like the lower reaches of Boone Creek, therefore limestone was only used for building foundations, rock fences, roadways, and culverts. Within the proposed district, limited amounts of historic dry laid limestone fences remain, lining roadways and enclosing family cemeteries.
Limestone utilized as a building material in the historic district was likely quarried from the stream walls of Boone Creek and from steep hillsides. Quarries which provided material for road-fronting rock fences were conveniently located adjacent to the roadways. According to a 1926 Kentucky Geological Survey map of Clark County, there are three quarries in the historic district. The quarry located close to the intersection of Basin Springs Road and Combs Ferry Road is located on the property of the Major Walter Preston House (CK-102), which contains remnants of a lengthy rock fence. All three quarries are located adjacent to roadways (Figure 12).
Water
Boone Creek, the primary stream in the district, was named for Kentucky pioneer Daniel Boone.  It is one of eight major tributaries of the Kentucky River and one of the few that flows year-round. The headwaters are located in east Fayette County roughly between Todds Road and Winchester Road and meander south for 12 miles to the Kentucky River (Figure 6).
 The Kentucky River was a major industrial area and transportation route in the late-eighteenth and early-nineteenth centuries.
 
Kentucky has fewer surface streams than do other areas with comparable rainfall.
 This is largely attributed to Kentucky’s water-soluble limestone that dissolves to form sinkholes and underground springs.
 Underground drainage contributes to the familiar undulating topography of the Bluegrass. 

The availability of water in the Boone Creek area made it an excellent settlement site for living and farming.
 In the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District, there are several small streams and tributaries that branch off of Boone Creek near Sulphur Well Road and are easily accessible for watering livestock and crops. Both the Mary Reynolds Creek and Jones Creek flow northwest from Sulphur Well Road, crossing through prime farmland in Fayette County. Likewise, several unnamed creeks flow northeast from Boone Creek through prime farmland in Clark County.
All of the dwellings constructed prior to 1830 in the historic district are situated in close proximity to waterways. Perrin recalls in his 1882 publication on Fayette County, “...one of the most important features in locating land was the close proximity of a never-failing spring.”
 Creeks and streams provided water for drinking, cooking, and washing. Springhouses were built over small creeks and streams to provide a cool environment for perishable foods.   
Topography & Soil
The Inner Bluegrass topography characterized by limestone geology, surface sinks, and underground streams and caves is referred to as Karst.
 Sinkholes can be dramatic in size, often creating underground caves, and are formed when enough of the underground limestone is dissolved to create a collapse of the ground. In the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek, the sinks gradually slope with grass-covered sides.
 Excellent drainage conditions and limestone, rich in calcium and phosphate, enrich the soil making it especially fertile. 
The mixture of soil types and underlying topography has combined to make the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek area superb farmland within the state.  According to the Atlas of Kentucky, prime farmland is found concentrated “in narrow ribbons along major stream valleys, and secondarily on the limestone plains of the Inner and Outer Bluegrass.”
 In addition, a map published by the U.S. Department of Agriculture on “Important Farmlands” shows that the largest concentration of prime farmland in Clark County falls within the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek district.
The district contains a combination of Maury-McAfee, Lowell-Loradale-Mercer, and Hampshire Mercer soil associations (Figures 4-5). The majority of the district is of the Maury-McAfee soil association and characterized as undulating with deep, well drained soils high in phosphate suited for Kentucky bluegrass pasture (some for seed), hay and tobacco with some grain and silage. Lowell-Loradale-Mercer soils are well drained with a deep root zone underlain by heavy plastic clay and suited for pasture, hay and cultivated crop. The Hampshire-Mercer soil association is moderately deep, well drained and have a compact zone in the lower subsoil suited for bluegrass pasture, cultivated fields and hayfields. Major farm enterprises for all soil associations include raising thoroughbred horses, beef cattle and growing burley tobacco.
 
The Karst topography typical of the Inner Bluegrass region that creates the characteristic undulating landscape was the catalyst for the siting of homes, agricultural operations, and roadways. The familiar Bluegrass landscape is dotted with hilltop tobacco barns. Tobacco barns are located on bluffs so that prevailing winds flow through the vertical slats and more quickly dry the tobacco.
Level uplands provide excellent soil for row crops. Fields were organized according to their terrain and their intended use – pastures were organized to avoid steep drops (sinkholes) and located close to a water source so cattle could drink. Cropland was situated on relatively flat upland so that it was easily harvested. A massive section of flat upland devoted to cropland is located on the south side of Todds Road (FA-1112) and referred to as “Little Kansas” by the owners and local community. It is within the Maury-McAfee soil association, which contains deep fertile soil, making it excellent cropland. The long, rectangular crop patterns are visible in aerial photographs and persist in the southwest, southeast and northeast portions of the historic district.
The tree-lined lanes in the historic district still retain the feeling and scale you would anticipate in a historic setting. The thoroughfares retain characteristic features of historic roadways in the region that include a worn-down bed with raised, tree-lined edges and rock fence property boundaries. Early and subsequent roads still follow irregular routes with sharp angles and turns. Several side roads, including Basin Springs Road and Venable Road, still maintain a narrow width. Characteristic of roads accessing Boone Creek in the middle and lower reaches, Sulphur Well Road is a narrow lane with hairpin curves that dead-ends at the creek. According to the Rural Service Area Land Management Plan published by the Lexington-Fayette County Urban Government, Sulphur Well Road deserves immediate consideration for status as a scenic corridor. The plan also identifies Winchester Road, Todds Road and Cleveland Road as historic turnpikes.
 
Topography also dictated property and fence lines.  Many of these property lines and fence rows are still maintained, though in areas of greater change, sometimes just the tree lines remain. 
Vegetation

In the Inner Bluegrass region, native vegetation likely consisted of dense canebrakes, scattered trees, meadowlands, open forests of oak, ash, walnut, cherry, hickory, and sugar maple, and ample grasslands. 
 Woodland pastures and savannah woodland pastures are rare surviving examples of past vegetation. A woodland pasture is characterized by a low density collection of trees dominated by grassy ground cover. Although very few true woodland pastures still exist in the Bluegrass region, field survey for this project identified many stately hardwood trees, largely in pasture settings, in the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek area. Properties that retained hardwood trees include 6326 Colby Road (CK-97), 2425 Basin Springs Road, (CK-693), and 5401 Todds Road (FA-1109). Trees and shrubs were also frequently found along fencerows, denoting boundaries that were in place for extended periods.
 
Sulphur Well Road at the Fayette/Clark County line has been identified by the Nature Conservancy as a Special Natural Protection Area. This location comprises an area of approximately 40 acres containing an undisturbed natural pond.
 This area retains its historic natural feeling. The only property within the district that falls in the protection Area is FA-1099. The majority of the Protection Area is already listed as a contributing resource within the Middle Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District.
Cultural Resources (See pages 19-39 for a table listing all counted resources)

The following section contains general descriptions of buildings, structures, and landscape patterns within the historic district during key periods of development. A complete inventory of each individual resource is attached in Table 2. Individual survey forms were completed for each resource within the historic district and submitted to the Kentucky Heritage Council.

The majority of the acreage within the historic district is made up of functioning farms that primarily raise cattle and tobacco, but also engage in additional row crops such as corn, soybeans and pasture grasses. In most cases, land use and field patterns are similar from farm to farm. Tobacco fields, row crops, and pastures are situated according to terrain; row crops on level land and pastures avoid steep sink holes. Activity areas are separated by wire fence, while three and four board horse fences line roadways. Older field divisions have well-established tree lines and vegetation along the fence rows. Other types of field and boundary divisions within the historic district include the old C&O Railroad line and water sources such as Boone Creek. Agricultural outbuildings appropriate to land usages are often located in close proximity to the corresponding fields. For example, tobacco barns are located close to the fields for easy access. Nearly every diversified farm in the district contains a tobacco barn that dates from sometime between the late-nineteenth century and the late-twentieth century. Stock barns are located close to pastures to provide animals shelter, but because of a local trend to winter stock in the open, very few exist. Barns and silos are also situated close to their respective fields. Multi-purpose barns are usually located just beyond the domestic cluster. Internal roads and circulation routes provide a way to navigate the farm and at the same time, transport people, animals and crops to various activity areas. 
The Settlement Period 1780-1820
Properties established during the settlement period differ from later properties through domestic architecture (style, type, method) and spatial relationships between the built environment and natural features. The settlement period resources within the district include main dwellings, smokehouses/ meathouses, and cemeteries. 

When settlers arrived, properties were laid out in the metes and bounds system according to features such as roads, streams, and topographic undulations with trees and stones as corner points. The system created an irregular pattern of property lines and field patterns that is still visible today. Properties were neatly organized into functional clusters of buildings and land. The main house and ancillary domestic structures were organized in a domestic cluster, set on a bluff and relatively close to a water source. Very few early dwellings were oriented toward transportation corridors because most roads were non-existent, though some did exist. More commonly, houses were oriented according to topography or water sources. Early dwellings within the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek are substantial houses of timber frame or brick, varying between one and two stories in height. Large farms had domestic outbuildings located behind the main house and included detached kitchens, slave houses, smoke houses, springhouse, carriage house, and privy. Agricultural outbuildings were limited during this early period. A typical farm might only have a corn-crib or multi-purpose barn that was located beyond the domestic lot or in a field or pasture.
 Aside from the main dwellings, relatively few ancillary structures recognizably constructed during this period survive.  

The Upper Reaches of Boone Creek R.H.D. contains a number of properties that have remained in the same family for generation and as a result, the area maintains more settlement era dwellings than do most other rural historic districts in Clark and Fayette Counties. The district contains eleven properties with dwellings constructed 1790-1820. Five are still engaged in diversified agriculture and individually maintain some of the largest acreages in the district. They range in size from 174 acres (FA-91) to 492 acres (CK-96). Of the other settlement era farms, one operates as a commercial horse farm (CK-98) while the remaining five are residential. 

Though each of the properties has evolved over the years to accommodate the needs of the property owners, characteristics from early beginnings still remain on the landscape through house location and orientation. As previously stated, dwellings were usually situated according to topography, water sources, and transportation corridors.  Properties originally oriented towards water features are Springhill (CK-96), Woodstock (FA-90), the Neal McCann House (FA-91), the Major Walter Preston House (CK-102), Oakland (FA-1055), the Major John Martin House (CK-98), and the Spencer House (CK-100). The vantage point of an upland hill location facilitated uninterrupted views of surrounding land and properties. Some examples from this period include Springhill (CK-98), the Major Walter Preston House (CK-102), and the Fishback House (FA-102).


Surviving domestic outbuildings from this period are limited in the historic district to smokehouses and meathouses. Those surviving are located on the Springhill (CK-96) property and at the Neal McCann House (FA-91). Both are 1-story, front-gable, clapboard covered, and contain no windows to facilitate smoking and prevent spoiling. Both were previously identified as being timber frame constructed. Smokehouses and meathouses provide shelter for the meat-curing process and storage.
 In both instances, the buildings are located within 30 feet from the house so foodstuffs could be easily monitored and retrieved. 

Almost all of the early properties also contain family cemeteries located away from the house, outside of the domestic cluster. In most cases, the cemeteries are poorly maintained and display later additions like wrought iron fencing. Though cemeteries were probably established by settlement families, no headstones confirmed dates from this period. Three cemeteries, located on CK-98, CK-100, and CK-102, were documented as dating from this period on KHC survey forms from the 1970s, but their current condition or existence was not confirmed. A cemetery shown on the USGS Ford, KY Quadrangle and located on CK-720 was not accessible and its existence was not confirmed.


Those properties functioning as farms retain more historic landscape patterns than those not engaged in agricultural activities (Figure 13-14). Like dwellings, pastures and fields were often arranged according to natural resources: flat uplands were used for crops, sinkholes were avoided, and natural pond springs were used for watering – these patterns still survive. The earliest fencing was of a wood, split rail-type and does not survive.
 Though historic fencing has been replaced with wire or three and four board horse fences, historic boundaries are marked with tree lines that grew up along fence lines. While woodland pastures permeated the settlement era landscape, none survive in the historic district currently. There are, however, large hardwood trees located within domestic yards and the pastures of some properties.

Construction method and material utilized in the surviving settlement-era dwellings is primarily brick, but two early timber frame houses also survive. Springhill (CK-96), built in the early 1790s, is a two-story, five-bay timber frame dwelling with a saltbox roof profile and central passage plan. It is particularly unique because it was originally one-and-one-half stories with a gambrel roof, a shape rarely found in the Inner Bluegrass. The Neal McCann House (FA-91), built in 1797, is another timber frame house, but is a full two stories in height. The original portion (the west side) is three bays wide with a central passage plan. While most wealthy Kentuckians had separate kitchen facilities, the original plans of both these dwellings incorporated kitchen facilities on the basement level. 

The central passage plan was a dominant interior arrangement in Kentucky from the settlement period into the late-nineteenth century. It is characterized by a central passage, directly accessed by the main entrance, which passes between two enclosed rooms. This arrangement was intended to segregate certain activities to appropriate spaces. Guests were received directly into the passage so that work and leisure spaces were kept private.    


Brick is the prevailing surviving building material from this early period. A total of ten brick dwellings were documented and include five that are one to one-and-one-half stories in height and five that are two stories. Of the one- to one-and-one-half-story brick dwellings, the Major John Martin House (CK-98) has a central passage plan, while Woodstock (FA-90), the Fishback House (FA-102) and Oakland (FA-1055) contain hall and parlor plans. The hall and parlor plan is a more modest arrangement than the central passage plan and is often associated with early houses. The plan provides direct access from the main entrance into the parlor. Oakland, on the other hand, has two front doors; each accessing one of the main rooms. All of these houses have side-gable roofs and Flemish bond brick pattern. A dwelling located at 5989 Todds Road (FA-92) is also attributed to this period, but was extensively remodeled in 1900 following a fire.  


Of the two-story brick dwellings, four have a side-gable roof, central passage plan, and are one pile deep. The original section of 3312 Combs Ferry Road (FA-93) and 2887 Becknerville Road (CK-107) are three bays wide, while the Colby Tavern (CK-106) and the Major Walter Preston House (CK-102) are five bays wide. The Colby Tavern does not have a typical central passage plan and contains a large ballroom on the second floor. The Spencer House (CK-100) is slightly different than the others because it is two rooms deep, with a hipped roof, and common bond brick pattern. It is documented as being built in 1820, but its contrasting arrangement and Greek Revival details suggest a later construction date.
The Antebellum Period 1821-1860


 Surviving rural landscape patterns from the Antebellum Period are also dominated by domestic architecture, but include a growing number of domestic and agricultural outbuildings, rock fences, and historic tree-lined roads. Despite the number of slaves represented in the nineteenth-century slave schedules, no recognizable slave houses were identified in the historic district.

Farm layout remained relatively unchanged during this period, but newly constructed houses were more commonly oriented toward the roadways and located at the end of a long, processional drives. Improvement of overland transportation corridors made them more traveled and in turn, became a focal point on the landscape. In some cases, older settlement houses like the Major John Martin House (CK-98) were renovated or reoriented to face the roadway.
 Another example is located on Combs Ferry Road and attributed to the Prewitt family (FA-93). The original portion of the house, built in 1810 makes up the rear ell of the structure and faces east, while the 1857 addition is oriented to the road and is accessed by a processional drive that loops at the doorway.  

Road improvements during this period facilitated easier transport for travelers and farmers. Cleveland Road and Combs Ferry Road provided north-south access to the Kentucky River, while Todds Road and Winchester Road provided east-west access between Lexington and Winchester. These transportation routes are still the major arteries within the historic district and retain a substantial amount of characteristics typical of historic roads including worn-down beds with raised, tree-lined edges, but have experienced some loss of vegetation over the years. Secondary roads such as Basin Springs Road and Sulphur Well Road retain their narrow width and sharp turns.

Rock fences began being constructed during this period and were utilized to delineate a variety of exterior and interior farm features such as property boundaries, domestic/work areas, cropland, pastureland, and cemeteries. The only rock features documented in the historic district are located along roadways and surrounding burial grounds. Two sections of road-fronting dry-laid rock fence attributed to this period are located in the historic district at CK-102 and FA-93. The remnant that lines the roadside boundary of Major Walter Preston House on Basin Springs Road (CK-102) extends approximately 1000 feet between its two access driveways. It is a dry-laid fence with thin courses. Although the coping has fallen apart, it appears to have had the typical diagonally-laid coping. Another remnant of rock fence remains at the entrance of 3312 Combs Ferry Road (FA-93). According to the present owner this section was repaired within the last five years, but the piers and iron gates are original. This rock fence is also dry-laid, but has large courses of stone. 

In addition to road-lining rock fence, two rock fences surrounding burial grounds were also surveyed (CK-91 and CK-710). The Parrish Cemetery, located at 1025 Todds Road (CK-91) is set back a distance from Todds Road on a bluff that used to be the family homesite. The mid-nineteenth-century house was dismantled by descendents of the family in the 1980s to utilize the slave-made bricks for a new house (FA-1080).
 The cemetery was in a poor state of repair until its restoration in 1992. The rock fence is dry-laid with wide coursing and flat coping. Another similar burial ground is located in an open field visible from Combs Ferry Road (CK-710.11) and the Old Salem Presbyterian Church (CK-90). Interestingly, this property is also owned by descendents of the Parrish and Gay families and the fence and signage are identical to the burial ground at CK-91. It is likely that the same family members worked to restore this cemetery as the other. 

Three other cemeteries were identified from this period, but are in a poor state of repair. The Hayes family burial ground is located within a fenced area of a horse paddock at 5647 Sulphur Well Road, FA-102. Most of the stones are broken or buried. The Prewitt family (FA-94) cemetery, now located on an adjoining property to its original site (FA-93), is in a very poor state of repair. All of the headstones are broken and/or buried and the site is marked by a Victorian-style wrought iron fence. The Springhill cemetery (CK-96.2) though overgrown, appears to have headstones in good condition. It is located southwest of the house in a wooded area and is surrounded on its perimeter by a decorative Victorian-style wrought iron fence. 

More domestic and agricultural buildings were added to farms in this period. Domestic outbuildings were usually situated close to the main dwelling that served the daily activities of its residents.  One icehouse was identified in the historic district (CK-95). Icehouses are round masonry pits set in the ground used to store ice and typically have conical-shaped roofs. Many icehouses were dismantled and filled or left open as trash pits. Colby Tavern (CK-106) has trash-filled icehouse ruins. Several springhouses were identified in the historic district from this period and included brick and stone construction. Springhouses are small, one-story masonry buildings that admit water from a nearby stream or creek to keep water and foodstuffs cool. The building is usually located close to the house for easy access.
During this period, barns and other outbuildings associated with crops or livestock began to be placed at a distance from the house, near the appropriate fields for ease of access; however, none were recognizably identified in the historic district. 
The Stanley F. Tebbs House (CK-97) constructed in 1857, provides a good example of an Antebellum farm (Figures 15-16). It is set back from the road at the end of a processional (looped) driveway and contains several domestic outbuildings in the rear yard including a backhouse, guest house (domestic servant house), and a carriage house. The domestic yard is enclosed by four-board horse fences and barns are situated beyond the perimeter. During the Antebellum period, estates were more neatly landscaped with large shade trees and other plantings; the domestic yard at the Stanley F. Tebbs House  retains many  hardwoods. Fencing along Colby Road and surrounding the domestic cluster displays interspersed brick piers with stone, pyramidal tops.

In the Antebellum Period, houses became more substantial two-story buildings and almost all are made of brick. Five domestic buildings remain from this era and include: CK-90, CK-97, CK-84, part of FA-93, and FA-1116. In the Antebellum Period, household activities continued to be segregated to specific spaces. House plans began to expand as the need for more rooms grew. In Kentucky, service spaces were added to the rear of central passage plans creating an “L” (ell) shape. One such house within the district is the Stanley F. Tebbs House (CK-97). It is a two-story, five-bay, double-pile dwelling with Common bond brick pattern, central passage plan, a rear service ell and Italianate details. The ell plan became extremely popular in Kentucky by mid-nineteenth century and was constructed in both brick and frame. Many early house plans were redesigned to fit this model. For example, the original 1810 section of 3312 Combs Ferry Road (FA-93) was retained as a service ell while the road fronting portion was added in 1857 as living space. It is a two-story three-bay central passage house with Italianate details. With the improvements to and increased usage of the road system, the stately addition probably made quite an impression on passers-by.  

FA-1116 is a two-story three-bay Greek Revival-style brick dwelling located on Winchester Road. It is one of three along the Lexington-Winchester Road built in the mid-nineteenth century that are almost identical in form and detail, but is the only one included in the historic district.
Log houses, considered the earliest of construction methods in Kentucky, continued to be built well into the nineteenth century. In the historic district, only one log building was identified, and according to its KHC survey form, dates to the mid-nineteenth century (FA-100). It is a two-story single-cell log structure clad in clapboard siding with two telescoped additions. The one-story, three-bay frame section with central chimney was probably added in the late-nineteenth or early-twentieth centuries. The east end was added in the late-twentieth century as a garage.
The Civil War and Post-bellum Periods 1861-1900 
Two major changes on the rural landscape following the Civil War were the arrival of the railroad and proliferation of white burly tobacco as the primary cash crop. Many of the landscape patterns established in this period and those following, still permeate the historic district. The railroad line and railroad-associated buildings remain part of the landscape. Tobacco farm features include tobacco barns, tenant houses, the decline of woodland pastures and the rise of cultivated tobacco fields. The latter landscape patterns begin to emerge at the end of the nineteenth century and dominated the landscape during the early twentieth century.
The arrival of the Big Sandy Railroad line following the Civil War facilitated economical, industrial, and cultural change in the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek area. Accessibility to large urban markets earned farmers a better wage. Transportation of goods and people via railroad required warehouses and station stops. Small communities were built up around the railroad line. Several buildings, including the Pine Grove station stop and post office (CK-93) and a small dwelling across Colby Road (CK-94), were built during this period. 
New technologies in the building trades perpetuated new architectural ideas and processes that were transported via railroad. Mill-sawn lumber and machine-made nails standardized framing, making it inexpensive and less labor intensive. Frame construction became more popular and applied ornament kept houses fashionable. The Gothic Revival style, although not particularly popular in Kentucky as a whole, found favor in the southern portion of the study area.  Three triple-gable houses were identified in the historic district: 1410 Combs Ferry Road (CK-86), 2036 Combs Ferry Road (CK-84), and 2251 N. Cleveland Road (FA-97).  All three houses are frame construction with triple gables and a central passage plan. A small one-story, t-plan house (FA-103) in the district displays some Italianate ornamentation from this period, but probably originated as a much simpler double-cell plan.  The house at 2251 N. Cleveland Road is one of two buildings that remains from a small railroad community called Chilesburg established in the late-nineteenth century. Chilesburg was originally established by Richard Chiles at the intersection of North Cleveland Road and Winchester Road, but was re-located south when the railroad arrived. Only the triple gable residence and another late-nineteenth-century dwelling remain of Chilesburg. 
Other frame houses from this period do not display as much ornament.  The property at 3686 Combs Ferry Road (CK-743) is a simple example of a frame house from the late nineteenth century. It is two stories and three bays wide with a rear service ell and minimal ornament. Similar in massing and window/door arrangement is a dwelling on Sulphur Well Road (FA-100.1). This house differs because it has a central chimney and a later central gable. Chimney corbelling on both are similar.

Brick houses continued to be built by those that could afford the materials. Large homes with asymmetrical façades and irregular plans were ornamented with Victorian details. The only example within the district is Conoid (FA-96) on North Cleveland Road. It is a massive, two-story, brick house with an irregular plan including Victorian and Greek Revival details.
Only one recognizable carriage house was identified in the district and is located on the property of the Stanley F. Tebbs House (CK-97). Often older carriage houses were adapted to accommodate automobiles or guests. Carriage houses in the district are typically two-story frame buildings with a gable roof and sliding or hinged doors. The second floor served as living chambers or hay storage.
Following the emergence of white burley tobacco as the main cash crop, the typical farm arrangement began to change. Tobacco barns were situated on hilltops close to the fields to make the transport easy. In addition, hilltop winds facilitated a quicker drying process. The tobacco industry exploded after the turn-of the century and will be discussed in more detail in the following section.
Several other barn types were surveyed in the historic district that includes stock barns, horse barns, multi-purpose barns, warehouses, and machine barns/sheds. Barn plans differ among farms, but most are a variation on the aisled barn type. The floor plan typically consists of a central aisle with flanking bays and gable-end entrances.
 This arrangement is versatile because spaces can serve several functions, depending on the needs of the farmer. For example, the central aisle can be used for equipment or as a threshing floor, the outer aisles can accommodate animal pens or more storage, and the loft can be used to store hay. Some barns have an open center aisle so that the tractor can be driven directly into the barn and easily unloaded. Most barns in the district are timber frame or light frame construction, have a gable roof with standing seam metal cladding, and rough vertical board siding painted black. 
One of the most significant developments of the rural landscape during this period was the establishment of rural free African-American communities following emancipation and the end of the Civil War (see Smith and Raitz, 1974).  At the southwest corner of the historic district is Nihizertown, one of three free black communities in the area. While Pricetown is also in close vicinity of the historic district, it was not included by virtue of its loss of historic fabric. The community is a small triangle that includes 21 parcels bounded by North Cleveland on the east, Todds Road on the north and Sulphur Lane on the west. Two houses in the Nihizertown community on North Cleveland Road survive from the late nineteenth century (FA-1066, FA-1067). The majority of historic buildings in the Nihizertown community date from the early twentieth century.
The Early Twentieth Century 1901-1945

The beginning of the twentieth century saw the explosion of the tobacco industry. It was highly profitable and as such, most farms raised tobacco. Landscape patterns that emerged from this period, and related to the tobacco industry dominate the historic district. Tenant houses were built on small road-fronting parcels, tobacco barns constructed on hills near the respective fields, and woodland pastures were converted to tobacco fields.
Frame construction continued to be the popular building material throughout the twentieth century, but house plans varied. Many dwellings mimicked earlier forms and ornament popular in the nineteenth century such as Classical-style details, symmetrical facades, and steeply pitched roofs. Examples include FA-1088, FA-1114 and FA-1118. The bungalow type, which was popularized in California, flourished in many suburban areas across the nation during this period; the largest concentration located in Nihizertown. 
As a result of the growing number of tenant farmers during the tobacco boom (1880-1940), a new common house form emerged in the rural Bluegrass that accommodated small families on small parcels of land. The tenant house or Cumberland form (as it is referred to by KHC) proliferated in the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District and survives in higher numbers than any other house form. The most common version is of frame construction, one or one-and-one-half stories in height, four bays wide, covered with clapboard siding, with a central brick chimney, and consisting of a two-cell plan accessed by two separate front doors. There is no real explanation for the presence of two doors and in many cases one of the two doors has ceased being used. Most have a shed-roof entry porch. Extra space was achieved through the extension of rear roof slopes were extended to create a shed addition, or rear ells were added. Field survey also revealed examples with pyramidal shaped roofs. The tenant type was constructed into the mid-to-late 1940s with variations on exterior cladding, chimney placement, and number of doors/windows (Figures 19-22). 
The most prevalent domestic outbuilding surveyed was the automobile garage. Some early garages emerged in this period and are noticeable different than their late-twentieth-century counterparts. In most cases, early garages were frame, front-gable and small enough to accommodate early automobiles. Examples include CK-94.1 and CK-710.8. In some cases, earlier carriage houses were adapted as automobile garages.

An overwhelming majority of agricultural outbuildings are tobacco barns. Some tobacco barns survive from the late-nineteenth century, but most date to the twentieth century. The majority of examples were timber frame, with rough vertical board cladding painted black, vertical slats that open for ventilation, a front-gable roof clad in standing seam metal and a stone or concrete pier foundation. Size is measured in the number of bents and corresponds to the acreage of tobacco crop it can hold. A considerable number of tobacco barns also have an attached stripping shed used to remove the leaves from the stalk. The shed has a lean-to roof and a flue or chimney to heat the space in colder months. Many tobacco barns have been adapted to new uses or have ceased being used and have fallen into a poor state of repair.
In addition to tobacco, a growing number of farmers were producing bluegrass seed, hay, and still raising cattle. Within the historic district, the Gay family operated a substantial bluegrass seed operation in the Pine grove region. Several buildings remain there that were associated with the business. The bluegrass seed was processed and packaged in several warehouses located at the Pine Grove station stop at the intersection of Todds-Colby Road and Combs Ferry Road, CK-93. The bluegrass seed warehouses located at the Pine Grove Grocery (CK-93) (previously a railroad station stop and post office) contrast to other barns in the region. Three buildings make up the complex and include one timber frame building clad in corrugated metal sheets with a stone foundation and a front-gable roof, one concrete block building with cross-gable roof and a modern frame warehouse clad in corrugated metal sheets with a poured concrete foundation. Across Combs Ferry Road from the complex is another timber frame building clad in corrugated metal sheets that was probably associated with the bluegrass seed operation at one time.
Small agricultural outbuildings in the district include corn cribs and run-in sheds. Corn cribs are the easiest to identify because they have several characteristic features. Although log corn cribs prevailed in the pre-Civil War era, those surveyed in the district are later frame examples. Corn cribs found in the district are mostly small, single-pen frame structures set on piers to keep out vermin and clad with widely spaced vertical slats to allow maximum air circulation for the drying process. Roof configuration is either flat or gable and the cribs often contain more than one opening for loading and unloading. On large farms that managed large corn crops, cribs were double-pen with an open carriage drive in the center.
The Late Twentieth Century 1946-2007

During the second half of the twentieth century the historic district as well as the larger Inner Bluegrass region, experienced incredible growth. The proliferation of the automobile and the advent of the interstate roads (U.S. 64 and U.S. 75) enabled people to move from urban and suburban areas to the rural outskirts. Farms continued to decrease and farmers sold road-fronting parcels of their properties to be subdivided for residential lots. What resulted was a piano-key effect on the landscape consisting of approximately 10-acre residential properties that largely consist of a main dwelling and garage. The primary difference of these properties is the style of house and depends on the year of construction. In the 1950s and 1960s the Cape Cod and Ranch-type house predominated. Into the 1980s and 1990s, houses continued to grow in size and become more eclectic in design. During construction of these parcels, most of the landscape patterns associated with former farming activities were eliminated and replaced with large expanses of well manicured lawns. The combination of modern buildings, altered land usages, and lack of landscape patterns makes most of these properties non-contributing in the district (Figure 24-25).
While many farmers were forced to decrease their holdings, technological and scientific advances enabled many farmers to maintain larger plots of land. Labor intensive tasks performed by hand in earlier years were executed by machine after the Second World War. The number of machines such as tractors and hay bailers exponentially increased. While the number of farms decreased the average sizes increased. This resulted in a number of changes to the landscape. Many farms still utilized hired help and in some cases, the owners lived off the property leaving it to be maintained by a farm manager. Farm managers that live on site often occupy older tenant houses or live in mobile homes. And in other instances, no one lives on the property, historic dwellings have fallen into disrepair, and only agricultural outbuildings survive. And in a third instance, the historic houses have been replaced with modern houses. In most cases, agricultural landscape patterns such as boundary demarcations and circulation networks are maintained, however, new domestic and agricultural clusters emerge. 
Other farms during this period abandoned diversified farming altogether and large specialized farms emerged. Most specialized farms in the historic district are either commercial hay/sod farms or horse farms. In the case of the sod farms, the properties are only used as crop fields and are not occupied by farmers. Buildings associated with former farms remain on the landscape but are left vacant. Again, boundary demarcations and circulation patterns remain (Figure 18). 
In the case of the modern horse farm, however, the landscape is totally manipulated. Historic buildings remain, but are adapted to horse functions. The landscape is neatly manicured and three and four-board horse fences crises-cross the property. Large, modern horse barns are erected to mimic their older predecessors. Circulation networks are redirected to accommodate the horse traffic flow (Figure 17). 
Historic farms survived in the historic district, but continued to evolve to changing technologies. Old buildings were adapted for new uses and new building types cropped up to accommodate changes. Domestic functions that once took place in separate outbuildings were consolidated into the main house or removed from the property entirely. The only domestic outbuilding that exists on most modern properties is an automobile garage. New agricultural structures often seen in the historic district are machine sheds and machine pavilions.

The majority of the dwellings within the district were built during the late-twentieth and early-twenty-first centuries. The majority of the dwellings built 1950-1980 are Ranch-style house types. This form, like the bungalow, had its origins in California. It is a long, low-lying house usually of one-story with a gable or cross-gable roof. Ranch houses do not have a standard floor plan. Examples within the district include FA-1094 and FA-1095. Some houses constructed during this period continued to mimic old forms and designs, especially dwellings like CK-709 and CK-95.1. These houses maintain the look of historic homes, but contain modern conveniences and require less maintenance. Post-1980, single-family dwellings generally increased in size. Frame still continued to be the dominant choice because of cost and availability, but exterior cladding varies from house to house. Faux brick and stone veneers enabled home-owners to tailor the exterior texture of their house to their liking. This was especially advantageous in a housing development where most house forms are nearly identical. 
Garages were the most dominant domestic outbuilding from this period. Automobile garages vary significantly in form, material, and detail. Most are one-story and have front-gable roofs. Starting in the 1960s, garages began being included within the footprint of the main dwelling and this is perpetuated today in some of the large houses derided by the term “McMansions.”  Small sheds were also abundant. The sheds surveyed in the district are mostly small frame buildings that usually serve as storage space for garden or household tools. 
Run-in sheds serve as shelters for cattle and horses located in the pastures or corrals with the animals. Most run-in sheds in the district are single-pen rectangular frame structures with rough vertical board siding, a shed or gable roof and an opening on the long side of the building that allows for animal access. 

Large horse barns on single-purpose horse farms differ because most were constructed in the last thirty years and are highly stylized. Details include arched windows, cupolas and painted trim.

Evaluation of Integrity

A substantial density and observable continuity of buildings and landscape patterns survive within the boundaries of the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District. The evaluation of integrity, necessary to assign contributing or non-contributing status, took into account the fundamental nature of agriculture, which depends upon evolution of processes and supporting buildings. Although no building or landscape exists exactly as it did in history, contributing status was assigned to features that retain their recognizable historic associations and feeling.
 The basic unit for evaluation was the farm, including all associated buildings, sites, structures, and landscape patterns. Each property contained several features, necessitating they be evaluated as small historic districts.  Final eligibility decisions were based on historic character of farms as a whole and their ability to convey significance.
 The farms were analyzed for their contributing or noncontributing status to the historic district’s period of significance through a consideration of their individual and collective integrity. 
Criteria used to determine Contributing status

· Contributing buildings, structures, objects, and sites must be at least 50 years old;
· Individual historic resources/features as well as collective farm properties must retain their integrity of location and setting as to demonstrate a strong association with the natural features of the region and the historic development of the historic district;
· Individual resources/features should retain their historic materials and workmanship with minimal alteration. Acceptable and common alterations include replacement siding, replacement windows, and replacement doors, so long as the resource was still able to convey its significance;
· Most resources within the district have some degree of alteration to their materials; however, these types of modest changes to materials do not necessarily prevent the buildings from expressing their basic character, nor do those changes greatly detract from their contribution to the overall identity of the historic district;
· Individual resources/features should retain their original design intent with minimal alterations. If an individual resource retains most of its character defining features, such as original rooflines, fenestration, chimneys, it is considered to be contributing;
· Collective properties must also retain their design intent in regards to the composition of natural and cultural elements comprising the form, plan and spatial organization of a property;

· Individual resources and collective properties should convey a strong sense of integrity of feeling that conveys a sense of past time and place evoked by the presence of physical characteristics that reflect the historic scene;
Criteria used to determine Non-Contributing status

· The building, structure, object, or site was less than 50 years old;
· Major unsympathetic alterations took place that include the following:
· Integrity of design was lost the result of large additions that rendered the individual resource incapable of conveying its significance;
· Integrity of design was lost as the result of alterations to the composition of natural and cultural elements comprising the form, plan and spatial organization of a property;

· Integrity of materials and workmanship was lost as the result of a combination of replacement materials and/or historically significant details that rendered the resource incapable of conveying its significance;
· Integrity of design and feeling were lost because the property underwent significant changes in land use and arrangement; i.e. Historically functioned as a diversified farm, but currently functions as a single-purpose horse farm

· Or a combination of alterations that were inconsistent with the overall historic character of the historic district.

There are a total of 426 buildings, structures, and sites surveyed on 157 properties within the district.
8 buildings previously surveyed are no longer extant.

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NARRATIVE STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE:
The Upper Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District meets the National Register Criterion A for its association with traditional agricultural practices in the Inner Bluegrass region between 1790 and 1958—a long-term significant event.  It is locally significant and has been evaluated within the context “Agriculture in Fayette and Clark Counties, Kentucky, 1780-1958.”  The agricultural activity of the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek R.H.D. has largely centered on cattle, tobacco, hay, and cereal grains and as such, is an important manifestation of local agricultural traditions. The historic buildings, structures, sites, and landscape patterns within the district boundaries exhibit qualities of diversified farming practices that coincide with major shifts in agricultural inclinations as they occurred in central Kentucky and particularly in the Inner Bluegrass region.  The historic district also meets the National Register Criterion C for the distinctive domestic and agricultural architecture within its boundaries. The buildings and structures within the historic district are both typical of traditional and popular agricultural archetypes and construction methodologies of Kentucky.

The Upper Reaches of Boone Creek is distinguished from other areas of Clark and Fayette Counties through its comprehensive collection of historic resources that retain an impressive amount of historic character and feeling. In addition, unlike other historic districts in the two counties, the Upper Reaches district contains a substantial amount of settlement era resources scattered within its boundaries including 11 residences, 4 cemeteries, 2 smokehouse/meathouses, and a springhouse.  Much of the land within the district has been continually owned and farmed by the same families since the settlement period, enabling the survival of historic resources and agricultural landscape patterns that have been lost in other areas of Clark and Fayette Counties. The continuous tenure of the land has facilitated a significant concentration, linkage, and continuity of areas of land use, vegetation, buildings and structures, roads and waterways, and natural features within the historic district.

The district is more than just a collection of buildings, but a rural historic landscape that makes clear the relationship between the built and natural environments. It is characterized by many of the natural and cultural features that have come to define the Inner Bluegrass region. Natural features include the undulating topography, water features, and fertile soil; and together, make the historic district a perfect environment for raising cattle, cereal grains, and tobacco. This is evidenced by 200+ years of a successful agricultural economy on resilient lands that have remained productive despite its continued use. Cultural features that have come to define the region include tobacco barns, brick antebellum houses, dry-laid stone fences, and scenic rural roads. These resources create a characteristic “sense of place” and distinguish the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek from other parts of Clark and Fayette Counties. 

Many of the landscape features that were particularly vulnerable to destruction during the twentieth century, such as dwellings, outbuildings, land usage, field patterns, fences, and tree-lined roads remain standing. This is not the case in other rural areas of the Inner Bluegrass region. Often historic farms are turned over to new owners and transformed into single-purpose horse farms. Historic buildings are sometimes retained, but the landscape is altered to accommodate the new use. Cropland and cattle pastures are replaced with immaculately manicured horse pastures. Many of the features of the region’s agricultural past are lost. This problem was recognized on the world stage in 2006 when the cultural landscape of Central Kentucky’s Inner Bluegrass region was nominated to the World Heritage Fund’s Watch List of 100 Most Endangered Sites. Threatened by rapid urbanization, the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District is one of the last great expanses of rural historic landscapes left in Clark and Fayette Counties. 
HISTORIC CONTEXT: Agriculture in Fayette and Clark Counties, Kentucky, 1780-1958

Agriculture within Fayette and Clark Counties has been a diversified system based on a mixture of crops and livestock since the settlement period. Federal agricultural census data reveal that the Inner Bluegrass region, and particularly the most centralized counties in the state, led Kentucky in agricultural productivity for most of the nineteenth century. Those central counties, of which Fayette and Clark Counties are a part, were largely successful as a result of the characteristically fertile soil.
 The well-drained limestone-rich soil was well suited for raising bountiful crops and lush pastures. 

The Settlement Period 1780-1820 
In the mid-to-late eighteenth century, pioneers blazed their way west and Kentucky was the wild frontier. Although there were several claims laid to Kentucky lands, it was Virginia territory, chartered in 1609 from the English King, James I.
  The Commonwealth of Virginia offered attractive land grants and purchasing rights to military officers, pioneers, and landed aristocracy migrating to Kentucky. In many cases, though not all, survey teams were sent from Virginia to delineate or confirm property lines. Surveyors employed the metes and bounds system traditional to England to lay out the land.
  
In 1773 a survey team was dispatched to Kentucky to lay out the land with this system. The team was under the direction of Thomas Bullitt to execute surveys for military land warrants. Thirty men, including a man named Hubbard Taylor, were sent to Kentucky.
 Hubbard Taylor, Revolutionary War veteran and surveyor, decided to settle in Kentucky in 1789. He purchased a large tract of land from Thomas Hinde, his wife’s uncle, and built the house called “Springhill,” which still stands in the district (CK-96) on Colby Road. In 1792 he served in the House of Representatives in Fayette County and the Kentucky State Senate. He played a major role in the organization of Clark County’s government and is considered a founding father.


Price and demand for fertile land in the vicinity of Lexington was high. Because of the financial advantages available, war veterans and landed gentry from Virginia and Maryland were able to secure large tracts of land in the Inner Bluegrass region.
 A number of properties established within the first few decades ranged between 400-1000 acres in size. Hubbard Taylor’s Colby Road property (CK-96) was 500 acres and included part of the south side of Colby Road, where the Stanley F. Tebbs House (CK-97) stands now. Stanley F. Tebbs was Taylor’s grandson. According to an 1882 account of Fayette County history, all of the land within the Athens Precinct was “taken up” by the War of 1812. 
 The Athens Precinct stretched from the Lexington city limits, east to the Clark County line (Boone Creek) and south to Richmond Road. It included the entire Fayette County portion of the district.

 
A significant number of settlement-era houses remain in the district and at least seven of the eleven documented (by KHC in the 1970s) can be attributed to war veterans or wealthy landowners, many from Virginia and Maryland. Four properties—Springhill (CK-96), the Major Walter Preston House (CK-102), Oakland (FA-1055), and the Major John Martin House (CK-98)—were originally parts of lands granted to Virginia war veterans. Woodstock (FA-90) is attributed to wealthy Maryland landowner William Hayes, and 3312 Combs Ferry Road (FA-93) was originally owned by Virginia landowner, Robert Prewitt. Two properties, the Colby Tavern (CK-106) and the Neal McCann House (FA-91) are attributed to wealthy landholders also, but with undocumented origins. It is likely that the remaining settlement-era properties (CK-100, CK-07, FA-102, and FA-92) also have similar histories, but have not been individually researched.
When landowners arrived in the Inner Bluegrass region, they cleared cane breaks, thinned woodland, and fenced domestic yards. Woodland pastures provided shade and grass to maintain livestock, while felled trees provided building materials.
 Continuing the English and Virginian traditions, Kentucky settlers allowed their stock free range of the land. To protect cropland, gardens, and other domestic plantings, fences were erected to keep livestock out. Early fences were of a wood, split rail-type and do not survive.

Wealthy farmers from the Tidewater region of Virginia are credited with leaving the largest impact on settlement patterns in the Inner Bluegrass region.
  Attracted by the lay and quality of the land, wealthy farmers settled large tracts and recreated their plantation lifestyles.
 
Settlement-era farming within the Inner Bluegrass was based on diversified agriculture. Large farms raised a variety of crops and livestock that included corn, hemp, tobacco, wheat, beef cattle, hogs, sheep and horses. 
 Although most early farming was subsistence in nature, some farmers with access to markets in Lexington and the Kentucky River produced crops for export. Although hemp was a cash crop from early on, harvesting was a labor-intensive process, better suited for larger farms with numerous slaves or laborers.
 Hemp was made into rope and bagging. The earliest tobacco was a darker strain brought from Virginia that was fire or air-cured and used for chewing tobacco, snuff and cigars. Harvesting hemp and tobacco was a labor intensive process, better suited for larger farms with numerous slaves or laborers.
 

Wealthy settlers also initiated the horse industry in Kentucky during this early period.
 Horse racing was popular in Virginia, but was restricted to the upper class gentleman. The Lexington Jockey Club began featuring races at its Lexington track in 1797.
 Like cattle, horses were soon being imported from England and bred for racing. 

Roads in settlement-era Kentucky were little more than dirt wagon-trails through the woodland. Although the earliest turnpike was not established until 1834, there is evidence that early trails connecting the district to Lexington and the Kentucky River existed. North Cleveland Road, the western-most boundary of the district was named for Eli Cleveland, an enterprising man who established a hemp mill, grist mill warehouses, and a ferry where Boone Creek empties into the Kentucky River (Figure 6). The road was originally named Cleveland’s Landing Road and provided access to the river for farmers to transport their goods.
 Virginia land-grant entries from 1783 show the names of Eli Cleveland as well as Benjamin and Cuthbert Combs.
 The Combs’, for which Combs Ferry Road was named (also in district), operated a ferry on the Kentucky River in the same location where Captain John Holder had his boat yard.
 Today Hall’s Restaurant is located there.
The Antebellum Period 1821-1860

Second generation landholders were the sons of pioneers who took up residence on portions of their father’s lands. Massive landholdings were divided up among heirs and by 1850 farm size decreased to an average of 193 acres.
 As stated in the Narrative Description, farm layout during this period remained relatively the same, but houses began to be oriented toward the roads. In addition, more outbuildings, both domestic and agricultural were added to farms (Figure 7). 

As population density increased, so did the need for fences. Laws enacted in 1830 and 1852 made farmers more liable for their livestock and any damage to neighboring crops and fences.
 Although the split-rail style fence still prevailed, the virtues of the rock fence began to be discussed in agricultural journals. Split rail fencing was more susceptible to weather and rot, less sturdy, and expensive to maintain. Timber resources were dwindling as land was cleared for settlement, while stone was readily available. Quarries were being tapped for newly macadamized roads and building materials for houses. Skilled Scottish and Irish stonemasons who immigrated to Kentucky in large numbers during 1830-1850, are largely responsible for the construction of both the earliest turnpikes and rock fences. 
 

Rock fences were utilized to delineate a variety of exterior and interior farm features such as property boundaries, domestic/work areas, cropland, pastureland, and cemeteries. A large percentage of these features, however, do not survive today. As properties were divided, stone fences were neglected or dismantled and replaced with wood or wire. Rock features documented in the district that date from this period include rock fences along roadways and surrounding cemeteries. 
Although most roads remained primitive in the district until the late nineteenth century, taverns, stage coach lines and post offices were established as early as the 1820s. Cleveland Road and Combs Ferry Road provided north-south access to the Kentucky River, and Todds Road was an early east-west route between Lexington and Winchester.
 In 1822, Colby Taylor opened a tavern and post office (CK-106) on Todds Road (the portion east of Combs Ferry Road was renamed Colby Road) to service those making the long, bumpy trek between towns.
  In 1826, Richard Chiles opened a tavern and post office located at the southeast intersection of the Lexington-Winchester Road and Cleveland Road.
 This tavern no longer exists. Colby’s stop would aptly be named Colbyville, while Chiles’ was named Chilesburg. Colby Tavern was a popular stop for several decades, accommodating such famous guests as Andrew Jackson in 1832. The Colby Tavern operated until 1850. 

The first Clark County toll road was established by the Winchester-Lexington Turnpike Company chartered in 1834.
 It connected Winchester, Chilesburg, Colbyville and Lexington and replaced Todds Road as the main thoroughfare between Lexington and Winchester. Toll gates were located at five mile intervals. The roadbed was built eight feet wide and utilized the McAdam system. This process consisted of broken stone, laid 9-10 inches deep that leveled with frequent travel.
 The stone was often quarried from properties close to where the road would be laid. Road-side quarries were often sources of rock for rock fences, as well. In the 1840s a stagecoach line was operated on the Winchester-Lexington Pike by William Elder who carried the mail from Lexington to Chilesburg, Colbyville, Winchester, Mt. Sterling, and Owingsville three times a week.
  Improvements made to the road system provided access to warehouses and markets in Lexington and near the Kentucky River where goods were exported to neighboring states.

Farmers in the antebellum period generally continued the same crop routine as in earlier decades. Improvements made to the road system provided access to warehouses and markets where goods were exported to neighboring states. To satisfy the market, farmers increased the number of acres under cultivation.

The wealth and education of large landholders in the region allowed them to work on improving farming tactics and animal breeds. Farmers began to engage in scientific agriculture to improve the quality of crops and livestock.
 Improvements brought prosperity to the farmers of the Inner Bluegrass and enabled them to increase their output. More wealth also meant more slaves and laborers to work the fields and construct new specialized outbuildings for the processing of crops and housing of animals.

Between 1817 and 1860 the cattle industry was solidified in Clark and Fayette Counties (Figure 8).
 The Patton brothers, and brother-in-law James Gay, are credited with bringing cattle breeds to Clark County from Virginia as early as 1790.
 The first blooded cattle imported directly from England arrived in 1817.
 The Short-horn and Hereford breeds were early favorites and were primarily raised for their beef. 

Blooded stock was imported directly from England and the breeding system was carefully tested and recorded. Most of the residents of the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek region were raising cattle in this period. Hubbard Taylor, son of the Virginia settler by the same name, was engaged in high pedigree stock on his father’s farm (CK-985).
 The Prewitt family also raised cattle. Robert Prewitt, an early pioneer from Virginia, purchased property and built a house on Combs Ferry Road in 1810 (FA-93).  Eventually the property was bequeathed to his son William C. Prewitt and his grandson Levi Prewitt who both raised cattle on the land.
 R.B. Graves also raised cattle on his farm on the Winchester-Lexington Road (Site-239). In William Henry Perrin’s book on Fayette County history, he mentions James Kinnaird as one of the first citizens to introduce fine stock to the area. James Kinnaird’s son, J.G. Kinniard was one of the largest cattle breeders in Fayette County during the mid-nineteenth century.
 An 1861 Hewitt map shows that Kinniard owned land on North Cleveland Road in the district (Site-159) where he most likely raised his cattle. Interestingly, this tract of land is still utilized today as pastureland.

To understand agricultural industry in the Inner Bluegrass region during the mid-nineteenth century, one needs to go no further than the writings of Dr. Samuel D. Martin. Dr. Samuel D. Martin, son of Clark County’s first sheriff and jailor, John Martin, was a respected physician and farmer during the antebellum period. In the 1850s he wrote extensively on agriculture in western Clark County. In 1857 the Kentucky Agricultural Society was established with Martin serving as an active member. He lived most of his life in a house his father built (CK-98) on Basin Springs Road. It was here he maintained a successful diversified farm operation. He raised crops of tobacco, corn and bluegrass, but was most noted for his prized cattle and hogs.  He kept detailed breeding records of bulls and cows that first arrived in Kentucky from Britain in 1817 and tracked their offspring for decades after.
  

Dr. Samuel D. Martin believed that the success of the cattle industry was largely a response to the natural grazing properties of the Inner Bluegrass land. The underlying limestone, deep fertile soil and temperate climate allowed grasses to continually grow throughout the year so horses and livestock had a constant food supply. “Our best grass in Kentucky is the ‘Kentucky Bluegrass’ (Poa Pretensis). It forms a fine, thick sod, affords much grazing, and continues green all winter, so that stock will keep fat upon it through the year.” Eventually farmers would begin to raise grasses for fodder and ground cover, but this industry would not really take off until after the Civil War. 
Horse breeding continued to be a lucrative business in the Antebellum Period. Horses provided transportation and farm power for everyone, but they also provided entertainment for the wealthy. In 1826 the Kentucky Association was established “to improve the breed of horses by encouraging the sports of the turf.”
 In addition to track racing, horses were also used for fox hunting, a popular English pastime that continues in the region today. Many Bluegrass gentleman farmers bred horses in addition to other agricultural pursuits. One particular landowner attributed with horse breeding in the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek district during this time was Joseph Graves. He made Woodstock (FA-90) his home in the 1830s and according to Perrin, was a “dealer in fine blooded horses.”

Detailed agricultural census data began being collected in 1840 and specifies productivity and production outputs within Kentucky and its counties. The variety of Fayette and Clark County’s agricultural output included livestock, cereal grains, and various other crops. Fayette County out-produced Clark County on most accounts, but were both top producers in the state. In 1840, a great number of swine and sheep were being raised in both Fayette and Clark Counties, with smaller quantities of cattle, mules and horses. Fayette County surpassed Clark County substantially in the amount of horses being raised. Only Harrison County maintained more horses that year. Top cereal grain crops included Indian corn, rye, oats, and wheat, with Fayette County producing much more wheat and oats than Clark County. In this year, Kentucky was the nation’s largest producer of rye, and Clark County was the leading producer in the state, with approximately 146,511 bushels.
 Other pursuits included wool, wax, potatoes, hay, hemp, flax, tobacco, and sugar. In this year, Clark County produced approximately 30,000 more pounds of tobacco than Fayette County. 
The two decades between 1850 and 1870 was an incredibly productive period in the Inner Bluegrass.
 Both counties ranked in the top ten of counties in the state with the most improved acreage; Clark had 90% of its acreage improved, and Fayette’s acres were 99% improved. Farms in the Inner Bluegrass region, especially Fayette and Clark Counties ranked ahead most counties in land value and crop and livestock production. Fayette ranked first. The average farm size in 1850 was 193 acres. Hemp was Kentucky’s primary cash crop, and 72% was grown in the Bluegrass region. Fayette County was the state’s top producer with 2,913 tons. Although labor-intensive to produce, the high return enabled farmers to maintain smaller acreages. While hemp continued to thrive as a cash crop well into the 1890s, production began to dwindle in mid-century when it was replaced by other fibers that were less labor-intensive to produce.
 Similar cereal grains continued to be produced in 1850 as in 1840. Kentucky ranked first in the country in Indian corn production, and Fayette County ranked first with 1,579,598 bushels.
 Indian corn continued to be a major staple throughout the following decades because it sustained the livestock. 

Many farmers recognized that raising livestock could bring in more revenue than crops, so most acreage was devoted to pasture.
 In 1850, the value of Fayette County’s livestock was first in the state while Clark County ranked fourth.  Numbers of swine and sheep were highest in the counties with cattle coming in third. 


In 1860, 60% of Clark County and 65% of Fayette County farms were between 100 and 500 acres, while only 29% of Kentucky farms fell into this range.
 In 1860, the dollar value per farm in Clark County was $9,088.00, while Fayette County stood at $19,438.00 and ranked second in the state!

The Civil War & Post-bellum Periods 1861-1900
Kentucky was at the forefront of agricultural production in the nation by the Civil War. Kentucky ranked first among southern states in the production of rye, barley, horses and mules; second in hemp, tobacco, corn, wheat and sheep; third in hogs; and fourth in cattle.
 
Life in the rural regions of Fayette and Clark Counties was interrupted by the Civil War but not radically altered. Surplus agricultural production ceased and families stashed what they had for personal use. Crops were neglected, livestock taken and horses raided, but all were eventually re-established after the war. Building construction came to a halt because money had to be conserved and manpower was sent off to war. One property within the district, 1410 Combs Ferry Road (CK-86), is one such example. Construction of the Gothic Revival residence was begun in 1861, but work stopped due to the war and did not resume again until 1864. 

The biggest repercussion of the Civil War was the loss of slave labor. The Civil War and emancipation threatened to overthrow the plantation-style farming system of Central Kentucky. The substantial investment in slavery and the ensuing economic loss following the war was particularly devastating for wealthy farmers.
 Slave labor was lost, but some freedmen stayed and worked as tenant farmers or paid hands. In an effort to retain the help on their farms, large landholders subdivided road-fronting lots for purchase, enabling blacks to live free. Small self-sufficient black communities emerged, often including grocery stores and churches.  There are a number of black hamlets within the Inner Bluegrass region.
 Three of them, Pricetown, Nihzertown and Centerville, are located within the vicinity of the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek R.H.D, but Nihizertown is the only community included in the district. Pricetown was established around 1863, when Joseph and Margaret Graves, wealthy landowners in the area, sold two tracts of land to John A. Price. Price sold Tract 1, consisting of 29 acres to John Nihizer in November 1865. Three years later, Nihizer sold small parcels approximately 1-2 acres in size to “colored” residents. Some of the early residents included Rolly Brown, Samuel Lewis, Anica Blades, Benjamin West, Joseph Tolls, George Casey, Caroline Garner, Archie Canady and Winston Miller. Two large lots were reserved and in 1868 a 12 acre lot was sold to Silas Wolverton and in 1870 a 5 acre lot sold to Michael Sullivan. The race of both men is unknown.

Diversified farming had maintained Kentucky since the settlement era, but was considerably affected by the loss of farm labor. Prices increased and surplus decreased. Kentucky still led the nation in hemp production into the 1890s, but without substantial farm help it became more difficult to produce. Hemp and tobacco were still cash crops, but the production of hemp began to dwindle in mid-century when it was replaced by other fibers less labor-intensive to produce.
 Corn and grain production decreased as the flat plains of the Midwest were found to be a more suitable environment.
 Although mid-western terrain also proved to be equally good pastureland, Kentucky retained its reputation in the cattle industry.
 Farmers allocated more land to pasture to compensate for the decreasing hemp, corn, and grain markets at the end of the century. The production of non-row grasses such as bluegrass and hay increased after mid-century to maintain the growing cattle industry.
 The production and processing of bluegrass seed continued to thrive throughout the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. Generally, farm values significantly decreased following the war as compared to their pre-war values. By 1880 the size of the farm was 179 acres.
Kentucky livestock maintained its primary position through the late-nineteenth century, despite the railroad beginning to open up the wide expanses of the American west for cattle grazing. Livestock continued to be a viable product for Kentucky farmers, who began to focus on cattle and horses, while sheep and swine counts decreased dramatically.
  
The change that had the biggest impact on the agricultural industry of the Inner Bluegrass region was the switch from dark Virginia tobacco to white burley tobacco around 1880. 
 The new, lighter tobacco was much better suited for factory-produced cigarettes that gained popularity at the end of the nineteenth century. The demand was high and prices increased. High return enabled farmers to decrease the size of their plots, and make a substantial wage; this was salvation for farmers lacking labor.
 But by 1880, the average farm size decreased to about 179 acres.
There were still wealthy farmers who could afford to retain massive farm operations. Perrin remarked in 1882 on the abundance of “costly private residences” with their “finely cultivated and grass farms.” One of the residences he may have been referring was the 1880s home of wealthy landowner, J.H. Graves (FA-96), son of R.B. Graves. The entrance to the property is flanked by two massive brick and stone piers with the house name, “Conoid” and the Graves name inscribed. The house is located at the end of a processional drive and is a massive brick, irregular plan house with Victorian details. The property was partitioned, but still contains a fenced domestic yard and some outbuildings. 
Changes to farm arrangement that began mid-century were more typical by the end of the 1800s.  Kitchens were added onto the main structures as rear ells or incorporated into the plan and the slave’s quarters were eliminated from the domestic yard. Since tobacco was such a labor-intensive crop to harvest, property owners built small one-story frame houses for tenant farmers who managed the fields. Some were built on the interior of the farm, but at the close of the century and into the twentieth century, road-fronting parcels were partitioned for the laborers. Specialized barns for crops, tobacco, cattle, and horses became common and were placed close to the appropriate fields.

All of the main thoroughfares in the district, including Cleveland Road, Winchester-Lexington Road, Combs Ferry Road (Kentucky River Turnpike), Sulphur Well Road, Venable Road (unnamed) and Becknerville Road (unnamed) were in place by the publishing of the 1861 Hewitt map (Figure 9). Many of the roads, like Todds Road, were still dirt near the end of the nineteenth century. In Perrin’s 1882 account of Fayette County, Sulphur Well Road is referred to as Boone Creek Pike and said to be a new, lightly traveled road that extends from Cleveland Road to Boone Creek. 
 This contrasts with the Hewitt map, which tells us it had already been in place for 20 years before Perrin’s writing. Basin Springs Road is the only road in the district that does not appear on the map. Properties situated on this road today had access roads leading from Combs Ferry Road (CK-100), Becknerville Road (CK-102), or Todds-Colby Road (CK-98). 

The landscape of the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek area was transformed in the late-nineteenth century when the Lexington & Big Sandy Railroad arrived. It was chartered in the mid-1800s to serve the iron industry in Ashland Kentucky and completed in several stages before it finally reached Lexington in 1872. The train bed is located directly in the middle of the district. In 1884 the Chesapeake and Ohio Railroad purchased and operated it until 1980 when it was abandoned. 
 The swath cut through the countryside by the railroad divided properties and made access to some fields more difficult. It is likely that some of the properties affected by the split were partitioned and managed by tenants or sold to new owners.

Several railroad stations were established on the Big Sandy Railroad line within the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek. When the Big Sandy arrived, the tiny community of Chilesburg that had been established by Richard Chiles at the intersection of N. Cleveland Road and Winchester Road, was moved south on North Cleveland Road to its intersection with the tracks. Here a new station stop and post office were opened by William E. Christian.
 The post office was operated until 1964 and is currently a single-family residence (FA-97). Several other stations within the district changed names over the course of the railroad history as well. An 1884 J.B. Hoening map shows a station located at the intersection of Combs Ferry Road and Todds Road called the Combs Ferry Station. This station would later be renamed as the Pine Grove Station (CK-93) and would be operated as a post office well into the twentieth century. The 1884 map shows a Pine Grove Station, but it is located further east near the Colby Tavern, where the railroad crosses Todds-Colby Road. Between 1890 and 1894, this station was aptly renamed Colby Station. 
 The earliest Pine Grove location was on the Winchester-Lexington Road near its current intersection with Venable Road, just outside the historic district. A post office was operated here from mid-century until the late 1860s when it was renamed Old Pine Grove (Figure 10-11).

Early Twentieth Century 1901-1945

Tobacco continued to be king-of-the-crops in central Kentucky at the beginning of the twentieth century. The demand increased as cigarette smoking became fashionable. As the price of tobacco continued to skyrocket, farmers abandoned previous crops and devoted more land to its cultivation. White burley tobacco could be harvested earlier than dark tobacco and was safely air-dried in barns that had opening panels to control moisture.
 Tobacco barns began to sprout up everywhere and became a Kentucky cultural icon. Built on hilltops, the wind could easily blow through the openings and dry the tobacco more quickly. 

But in the first decade of the twentieth century, the tobacco industry experienced a setback. Excess growers and tobacco monopolies threatened the market and drove prices down. Farmers banded together to withhold their tobacco from the trusts and the situation became violent when the disgruntled group began threatening farmers who continued to sell to the trust. Referred to as the Black Patch Wars, crops and buildings were burned and some farmers were killed.
 In the end, the American Tobacco Company trust was held accountable and the industry slowly regained its position. The tobacco industry would not become stable until after World War I and the federal government initiated control and support during the New Deal years of the 1930s.
 In combination with efforts made by the University of Kentucky to improve the plant strains, tobacco continues to be Kentucky’s main cash crop today.

Besides tobacco, early-twentieth-century farmers within the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek continued to produce large quantities of bluegrass seed and hay and raise livestock.
 J. Douglas Gay, Jr. was an expert cattle breeder, but also a successful mechanical engineer, inventor, and businessman. In 1935, he developed the “Bluegrass Seed Stripper” that was an innovative, nine-foot bluegrass harvester. The stripper harvested, elevated, and sacked 40 acres of bluegrass seed a day. The machine was ultimately mass-produced and sold to farm operations across the United States and was instrumental in the production activities of several family-owned farms in the Pine Grove area. The bluegrass seed was processed and packaged in several warehouses located at the Pine Grove station stop at the intersection of Todds-Colby Road and Combs Ferry Road, CK-710. The packaged seed was transported via the C&O Railroad (originally the Big Sandy) line that runs between Lexington and Ashland through the center of the project area. Providing cleaner, quicker, and more complete stripping operations, the Bluegrass Seed Stripper has been widely recognized as a key development in twentieth-century farm technology.
 

In the early-twentieth century, farm size continued to decrease as the number of farms increased. The number peaked in 1920 with 270,000 farms in the state.
 Between 1900 and 1920, farms shrank to an average of 85 acres and then, by 1940, 80 acres. Innovations in the science of agriculture enabled farmers to produce more efficiently on smaller plots. Many farms belonged to absentee owners and were managed by tenant farmers. As a result, more small lots were partitioned from larger properties to accommodate tenant farmers. Parcels usually included a small one-story two-room-plan frame house and minimal outbuildings, including an outhouse, shed, or a garage 

Despite new technologies that catapulted the nation into the modern age after World War I, much of the rural community lagged behind. As late as 1940, four out of five dwellings in rural Kentucky were lacking electricity, telephones, and refrigeration. Hard-surfaced roads were almost non-existent.
 It would not be until after World War II when many of these family farms could afford these amenities. 

The Recent Past 1946-present

Following World War II, industrialization and mechanization initiated a new era that had a major effect on farms in the historic district.
 Twentieth century advances changed the agricultural landscape. Tractors and planting machines eliminated the need for laborers. The introduction of mowing and bailing equipment increased the hay crops. The availability of the automobile and the pick-up truck enabled farmers to easily reach city markets. In addition, scientific advancements improved seed strains and fertilizers.
 A new agrarian system of chemically-manipulated and mechanized farming impacted most American farm landscapes after World War II, displacing the gentler relationship of farming that preceded it.
The advent of the interstate highway system particularly transformed the landscape of the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek R.H.D. In the northern portion of the district, the construction of I-64 just north of Winchester-Lexington Road caused considerable growth and development between 1950 and today. Because of its central location between Lexington and Winchester and the availability of larger lots, it was particularly attractive to those leaving the larger cities and towns. Farmers subdivided road-fronting portions of their properties to developers who in turn, split them up into one to ten acre lots. In the 1960s and 1970s ranch-style houses were built on the lots, but houses have gradually gotten bigger. Today, massive houses, referred to colloquially as “McMansions” typified by thousands of square feet of living space and three-car garages, invade the rural landscape.  This trend continues today because the market for rural lots has not slowed and farmers make more money selling the land than farming it. Fortunately, some communities have recognized the problem and have initiated efforts to conserve precious farmland through conservation easements and restrictions on the size of new residential lots.
Farms that remained in operation during the past 60 years have continued to grow. By 1990 farm acreage in the area increased to an average of 150 acres.
 In the project area, most of the farm acreage is located south of Winchester Road. Many of these farms are still engaged in crop and cattle raising, but some are single-purpose horse farms that emerged within the last twenty-five years.

Despite modern farming trends, a sizeable number of the agricultural operations in the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek R.H.D. are still engaged in the same type of farming as they were two hundred years ago. Springhill (CK-98) still raises cattle and tobacco. The van Nagell family’s (descendents of Prewitt and Gay family) primary enterprise is raising beef cattle, though they also raise tobacco and other crops. Their agricultural-related properties within the district include FA-1050, FA-1109, FA-92, FA-1110, CK-91, CK-745, FA-1072, FA-1075. The Gays raise tobacco (CK-710, CK-95). Most of the acreage in the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek historic district is devoted to cattle and hay, but primary agricultural pursuits still include horses, tobacco, and corn.  
Cattle revenue in Kentucky is surpassed by horses and tobacco. Black Angus and white-faced Hereford cows are the prevailing breeds today.
 Bluegrass seed is rarely grown in the region anymore, but there are a considerable number of farms producing surplus hay and sod for sale.
 Sod and hay production occupies more acreage in the study area than tobacco or corn. Hay is the main source of food for cattle and horses. The Kentucky Turf Company, a commercial enterprise that grows and sells various types of sod, occupies more than 1000 acres in the district.  

The C&O Railroad operated until 1980 when it was abandoned. Parts of the railroad right-of-way have been purchased by land owners and are used as circulation routes to navigate their farms. The van Nagell family owns a section of the railroad bed from Chilesburg to Pine Grove, and uses it for that purpose.  3007 Basin Springs Road also uses the roadbed as a circulation route. The railroad section adjacent to the Pine Grove Grocery store is being considered for a rails-to-trails program. 

The horse industry has brought more revenue to the Inner Bluegrass region in the last 60 years than all of its agricultural pursuits combined. Horses have become synonymous with Kentucky and the popularity of the industry has created a horsey landscape that is perpetuated throughout the region. Wealthy outsiders buy large tracts of farmland and convert them into single-purpose horse farms. Horse barns detailed with cupolas and miles of horse farm fencing are erected. The white and black fences that have come to epitomize Kentucky horse farms now line roadways and surround residential properties that have no involvement in the business. It is an industry that has a considerable effect on the modern development of rural land in the Inner Bluegrass region and will continue to do so for years to come.
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Verbal Boundary Description: 

The Upper Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District is roughly bounded on the north by Winchester/Lexington Road (Route 60), on the east by Walnut Hill-Chilesburg Road and N. Cleveland Road, on the south by Sulphur Lane and Sulphur Well Road, and on the west by Combs Ferry Road, Becknerville Road, and Venable Road.

BOUNDARY JUSTIFICATION


The Upper Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District is part of the Boone Creek Watershed as defined by the Kentucky Geographical Network, a Geospatial Data Clearinghouse for the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
 The chosen boundaries include a concentration of buildings, sites, structures, and landscape patterns that date to the period of significance and contribute to the integrity and the significance of the historic district. The boundaries were also influenced by the previously nominated Boone Creek Rural Historic District and the Middle Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District, both located south of the Upper Reaches of Boone Creek rural Historic District. The historic district is roughly bounded on the north by Winchester/Lexington Road (Route 60), on the east by Walnut Hill-Chilesburg Road and N. Cleveland Road, on the south by Sulphur Lane and Sulphur Well Road, and on the west by Combs Ferry Road, Becknerville Road, and Venable Road. The complete acreage includes all historic and non-historic cultural and natural resources that effectively convey the district’s historic setting and directly contributes to the historical significance.

More specific boundary locations can be found on the attached USGS map (Section 10, page 1) and the Property Location Maps (Section 7, Pages 42-46)

Justification of Exclusions:


Though the watershed extends slightly north of Winchester/Lexington Road, the majority of resources there were found to be non-contributing by virtue of age (less than 50 years old) creating a non-contiguous relationship between the south and north sides of the road. 

Properties in the north-central region of the historic district near the intersection of Winchester Road and Combs Ferry Road contain a large concentration of modern residential buildings (less than 50 years old) on lots less than 20 acres.  As a major thoroughfare between Winchester and Lexington, the Winchester/Lexington Road has been the location of increased residential development over the past 30 years and this intersection is no exception. These properties are not agricultural and considering the dense concentration, the area was excluded.

Properties between N. Cleveland Road and Walnut Hill-Chilesburg Road that were excluded from the boundaries generally consisted of modern buildings (less than 50 years old) on small residential lots that do not conform to the significant characteristics of the historic district. 


The African American hamlets of Pricetown (west of Nihizertown) and Centerville (southeast of Nihizertown) were excluded from the boundaries of the historic district because of their loss of integrity.  In addition, both communities had too few historic buildings surviving from the period of significance. Though these three communities were historically linked socially as well as spatially, they no longer are visibly contiguous and therefore, were left out of the district. 

Properties south of Sulphur Well Road and west of Combs Ferry Road  in the south central area of the district that are not already included in the Middle Reaches of Boone Creek Rural Historic District were excluded from the district because they contained a large concentration of buildings less than 50 years of age and not engaged in agricultural activities.

Like most other excluded areas on the perimeter of the district, properties at the intersection of Lexington Road and Venable Road (NE corner of district) contained a concentration of buildings less than 50 years of age or were not engaged in agricultural activities.
