A Certificate of Occupancy (CO) is issued by the Paducah Fire Department after a 
building has been constructed or significantly renovated. This Certificate is one of the final and exciting 
steps in opening a building, something that we want to celebrate with the various private businesses and 
organizations that are investing in their property around the city. The Certificate certifies that the work done          

complies with building codes and the building is suitable for occupancy.

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Work is underway to enhance the downtown neighborhood 
and increase the number of people who enjoy staying in 
this historic district. Today, the City of Paducah presented 
a grant check in the amount of $25,241 to Melissa Baldwin 
to support two upper story residential units at 109 Market 
House Square. These two apartment units, called On The 
Bricks, offer all of the amenities of home including full    
kitchens. They are available for nightly rentals or weekly 
stays. One of the apartments is 774 square feet with one 
bedroom and bathroom. The other one is larger offering 

1170 square feet, two bedrooms, and two bathrooms.
