Pages 2-4 are some great things we saw in the Main Street community of Owosso, Michigan last week during
our National Coordinators meeting. They have capitalized on their assets and everyone in town including the car
service center at Wal-Mart (that’s a whole other story) knows the director and knows about Owosso Main Street.
Lots of community engagement and all levels of government and community working together has transformed
their community.

What do you do with a
105 year old Armory?
Owosso used Historic
Tax Credits, New
¥ Market tax credits and
grants to turn it into
co-sharing spaces. It is
now home to the
Chamber of Commerce
~ and other organizations
§ along with several
"8 meeting spaces. They
_ have highlighted many
of the original Armory
/N features including the
old gym. In addition,
they partner with a
local gallery to display
an art exhibit quarterly
that features local
artists. (the pieces are
for sale)

Lots of great, but simple, public art.
Volunteers adopt a planting area each
year. They are all beautiful and all
different. Some have vegetables, others
flowers or a combination of the two.
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The local theatre made up of yes, volunteers, has great theatre seats.



One of Owosso’s transformation strategies is upper story housing and the other strategy is “Day Trip
Destination.” They have the train that the “Polar Express” is based on, Curwood Castle, local public
art, and light manufacturing. The light manufacturing are locally made goods such as leather craft
from Darker Mfg. Co. They have a showroom in the front and you can watch the goods being made,
and all the materials are sourced in America. Foster Coffee Company roasts their own beans and
you can watch the process, or you can sit and enjoy a cup of coffee. Watching the process is part of
the experience. | love that the entire town (including local government) is working together towards a
common goal. | was able to share with their director several of the things that our communities have
done to attract upper story housing.

Curwood Castle was the writing studio for one of America's

greatest authors of his time. James Oliver Curwood was an
Owosso native whose novels were estimated to have been read
by over 7 million people during his time, and whose stories were

turned into major motion pictures in Hollywood.

Yes, that is the real Polar Express with 300 Santas! The film company
actually used this train in the movie. The Santas were in town for a
visit. They attend the Charles W. Howard Santa school in a nearby
town and come for a photo and ride every year. We were also able to
ride along with them.




This was a cool project that | have already shared with a KY developer. The Wesener Building is a
gold LEED certified building with retail on the ground floor, and was an Historic Tax Credit project.

It has an elevator, sprinkler system, almost all materials were sourced locally and the developer,
David Acton, a retired engineer, was able to make a profit if each unit rented for $950/month. The
market could bear $1250 - $1400 which is what he gets. David is now rehabbing the red brick build-
ing which will be platinum LEED certified. The elevator will go to the roof which will be both an event
location and contain a roof top garden, wind turbines and solar panels to generate power for the
building. David is happy to share everything, and the coordinators are already putting a plan
together to create a toolbox.
