The first set of materials for construction began to arrive on site for the new Town Square. 

Construction work will begin this week.  

This was a vision for the future, a dream, that the City, Tourism and Main Street had for 

turning a tragedy into a triumph after the fire destroyed the building on that spot in 2018.    

It is because the City of Beattyville has a Main Street program and the Main Street           
program works closely with Tourism; that together the Main Street Director and Tourism          
Director wrote a grant! That grant was awarded with funding to the City of Beattyville by 

the Abandoned Mine Land Grants and we thank them.  

It’s has taken many years, permits, planning,                    
engineers, assessments, and especially budget           
working…but now it’s finally time for construction!          
We can’t wait for the final project to be complete.         
It has taken 5 years of work and patience but now           

we are in the final stretch!  

Please excuse the mess…there is progress in the making!

Another great project in downtown Shelbyville. The closure of this 

part of 6th street known as the pedestrian project has been a great  

addition. It is used for a variety of events and is gathering space in 

downtown. 

Unfortunately, many public spaces across the country remain      
inaccessible for people with disabilities. Research has found that, on 
average, over half of the sidewalks, curb cuts, and crossings in our 
cities have accessibility barriers. Main Streets can play a key role in 

removing these barriers and increasing access in our communities.
